• Budget of 46.5 million € for the 2007 call
• 4 target areas:

– geographic information 30%
– educational content 28%
– digital libraries 40%
– reinforcing cooperation between digital content 

stakeholders 2%
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Educational content

• Content that can be used for learning in 
different contexts: in formal education
and training programmes, in non-
formal general education and in 
continuing vocational training courses, 
as well as for self-learning

• The actions of the eContentplus work
programme will complement Lifelong
learning Programme
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Educational content

• Targeted projects for educational
content – Community funding: up to 
50% of total eligible costs

• Best practice networks for educational
content- Community funding: up to 
80% of direct eligible costs

• The consortium must include content 
providers and users

• Duration: Typically 18-24 (up to 36) 
months
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Participation in the Programme

• Programme open to all legal entities
(Public and private)

• European Union Member states + 
Norway, Iceland and Liechtenstein + 
conditionally Turkey, Croatia and the 
Former Yugoslav Republic of 
Macedonia

• No formal minimum or maximum 
requirements for the number of partners

• May/June 07: Call text – Work
